Annual blessing for the Hanayagi
Dancing Academy Hawaii
Foundation (HDAHF) was performed
on February 29.

Hanayagi Dancing Academy was
established by Hanayagi Mitsuaki |
(Viola lkie Hosokawa) in 1947 to
celebrate and perpetuate the
Japanese spirit through dance,
shamisen and Nagauta style singing.

Her dedication, devotion and
tutelage of the Japanese performing
arts have inspired many in Hawaii to
become Natori teachers of Nihon
Buyo classical dance and Shamisen.

Upon Mitsuaki I's passing, Mitsuaki Il
(Karen Fujishima-Lee) was granted
the title of Shihan Dance Master
instructor by Grand Master Hanayagi
Jusuke IV and officially took on the
name of Mitsuaki Il in 2006, remain-
ing firmly committed to fulfilling
Mitsuaki I's legacy until her sudden

passing in 2008.

Hanayagi Mitsujyuro (Bryson Goda)
became HDAHF's 3rd Shihan Dance
Master in 2014, preserving and
perpetuating the cultural legacy of
our founder.

Mitsujyuro also received a Shihan in
shamisen and Nagauta-style singing
from Kineya-ryu in 2019.
